Multimedia – game design
Presentation by a young game designer. What is the multimedia content within a computer game? How do game designers create the graphics in the games?


Multimedia – film and television
Presentation by a television production graduate working in television – back to basics of making a short film, how to storyboard, basic camera techniques and skills, camera editing, importance or rehearsal and reviewing before going onto the next shot.


Multimedia – project ideas for stage 5 and layout for the preliminary year (getting students enough practical skills and covering the theory at the same time) + blue screen example with the DER laptops. –bring your laptop

Trade show know how – select one or two of the trade displays for a more in depth demonstration of the products from the list to be given. Rather than spend a few minutes at each stand being conscience of the needs of others and the time available, the stand holder will run a detailed demonstration and answer important questions. Eg Roland Machines -  demo and talk, Eckersleys – demonstration and hands on use of their products, more to be advised once the trade show attendees are confirmed.


New Industrial Technology HSC practical marking procedure – a senior marker will run through the changes to the syllabus, marking procedure and explain how marking is done. What are the markers looking for, how should a folio be laid out?

New Design and Technology HSC practical marking procedure – a senior marker will run through the changes to the marking procedure and explain how marking is done. What are the markers looking for, how should a folio be laid out?

Mates – recognising depression, anxiety and other ‘out of order’ or ’not normal’ behaviour in colleagues and how to go about assisting them.


Conflict resolution – diffusing conflict in the work place. What strategies and tactics you can use with students, parents, and work colleagues?






